What Can Brown (University) Do For You?

Starting September 14,
Bryant students, faculty,
and staff will be able to
visit the Brown Univer-
sity libraries and check
out items on-site. Mem-
bers of the Bryant com-
munity had previously
been able to request
Brown books through
the InRhode catalog, but
they did not have walk-
in borrowing privileges.

Bryant library users
can still request books
from the InRhode catalog
and have them delivered

to Krupp Library for pick
up, but can now access
Brown’s 5.3 million vol-
umes in person as well.

The Sciences Library,
Rockefeller Library, John
Hay Library, and Orwig
Music Library will all be
accessible with a wvalid
Bryant ID. Books will be
checked out for a four
week loan period, and

can be renewed once for
an additional four weeks.

Before visiting Brown,
please contact the Krupp
Library circulation desk
to make sure that your
library account is up-to-
date. You will need a
valid barcode and an
active account to visit
any of the Brown Univer-
sity libraries.
