It is now 2.00 P.M. and lhaven't anything to do so I think I'll take
~time now to write your letter. It will save time this evening if I have &a chance
to do it now. ;
Marjorie and + went to Macon last night. It is a big city and attractive
as cities go. Wide streets - znd attractive store windows. We just walked
apound and bought a few items in drug stores and had sn ice cream. The bus which
we took at our gate of the Camp went all through the Cemp and out Gate 2 so we had
& chance to see how big the Camp is. That was interesting. It took about 20 minutes
for the bus to go from Gate 1. to Gabs 2. Row aiter row of two-story barracks. We
sesmed to be about the only section which has one story barraks.

It is now4.45 P.M. so you can se= that I have been busy after all this
afternoon. I like it better when 1 am.

We are now teking P.T. every morning ior fiiteen minutes. fxcept for
having to change my clothese & like it. I think it makes me feel much better.
We had about thre: quarters of an hour of drill Tuesday evening. I'd like to have
mors drill if we didn't have to have it in the evening. lhere just isn't time
enough for everything.

The big evgnt this evening is an exhibition Boxing Maetch by Joe Louis
at our gymnasium. I don't think + shall go. It doesn't seem to appeal to me.

Tuesday evening after drill Marjorie and I went to the movies and saw
"Ory Havoc",awar picture of the volunteer nurses' aides on Bataan. Good but
harrowing. Ros:ling Hussell in "What aWoman® is coming Friday and ~aturday and
I shall try to go if I can. The prevues locked good, «nd at least it won't be too
serious. :

There never seems to be much news to write. We don't have to ride to work iu
the srmy trucks anymore; we have gradauted to & regular bus which is uecidely
more comiorable snd much warmer. :
