I am slightly late on my letter this week. I have been
alone in the files as my copporal is taking training this week out
on the firing range. I haven't had a chanee to type a letter as I
expected, .
I hed SBaturday afternoon off and went in town hoving to Bet
my halr done but every place was full; I did however get an appoint-
ment for lMonday sféér work. Then to pass the rest of the time until
llarjorie could meet meat suppertime,l wentto the moveils - the first
movie I have been to in Macon alone and the second all together in
Macon 1tself. We usuelly go onthe post as the movies are newer than
in town. Sat. I saw fled Skeleton in Whisltihg dn Brooklyn. Not bad
It was a murder mystery with loads of comedy., I enjoyed it. Marjorie
and I traled the New Yprker Cafeteria for supper and fopund it was very
nice., They had girles to carry the trays after you had ricked out
your food so that made it seem less like 2 cafterla, and yet you had the
edvantage cf picking your food which I like. I had a very good meal
for 90 cents. You spend more that way than at a regular meal I think.
Aftersupper we went up to the USO and read a while and then watched
some soldlers dolng fingerpainting, We could have tried it too but
nelther of us was in the mood €6 wé Just Watched, The hrstess &t
that USY are very cordial and nice.We enjoy geing there.
Surday I wasn't sleepy £0 got up for breakfast and @id my washing
and ironing in the mroning. Just lay around and read and talked and
listened to the sympheny concertbon the radio in the afternoon and
went to the “ym for the WAC show in the evening., It was advertising
under falee pretenses to call it a WAC show. lMost of the acts were
by the boys. They were good but I think the crowd was disappointed
because 1t was hot what they expected. The place was packed and they
gaid they turned away about 2000. They had reserved the back blearchers
for cfficers and for WACs and their escorts, and any of the boys who
had civilian girls with them. Marjories and I went up on the bleachers
and had been sitting their only 2 few minutes when one of the hoys
approached us and asked 1f we expected anyone with us; if not, would we I
mind if he and hle buddy sat with us so that they could get a seat;
all the rest of the auditorium was packed. We were of course very glad -
to accomedate and 1t was more interesting than as if we had been alone.

and pleacsed, She 1s of course being dilscharged and will be leaving
us the last of this week., Out new fgiprst sergeant has already been
aseslgned to us. and seems even better than :the one who 1s leaving.

My ccrporal 1s out agaln today training so I must $tdp this and
get to work, If I do the work without any indexes as he has been
doing 1%, 1t only takes about three hours & day to put everything
away.-- But 1t takes hours everytime I want tc look up anything.

I imagine I'll meke myself work and index most everything Jjust
go I can find 1t quicker., I hate hunting through paper after paper
end telgrem after telegram. Yesterdzy I hunte through three months of
incoming telegrams which took me about three hours and if they had
been indexed I could have done 1t in half an hour easy.
