Virtual Phenomenon Hits Bryant

It sounds like something from the
movie Total Recall or maybe a gal-
axy faraway, but next week a three
dimensional human and compuler
inleraction experience is coming o
Bryant

On Tuesday, October 27, Virtual
Reality can be experienced in the
Bryant Center Commons from 9 am
to 9 pm. This free educational pro-
gram s being sponsored by the Greek
Presidenis Council and the Student
Programming Board.

Virtual Reality is a an interactive,
computer-driven process by whicha
person virtually becomes a part of an
elaborate, three-dimensional world
of computer-generated surroundings.

Until recently this new phepom-
enon could only be experienced ata
handful of permanent venues around
the country, The world"sonly travel-
ing Virtual Reality experience is the
one coming 10 Bryant.

Participants can try two virtually
real expenences. In “Dactyl Night-
mare,” two players duel each other
fromspecial platformsin space, while
green plerodactyls threaten from
above, Veleran players describe it as
total immersion inanelaborate, com-

puter-generated space where “real”
reality is absolutely blocked out and
the players are virtually inside the
computer in “another” reality.

Players can also choose,
“H.E.R.O,," an experience in which
they navigate through four different
environments,

To participate, each player wears
headgear, called *“Visettes,” which
bathe the player in guadraphonic
sound effects and cover their eyes
with a pair of miniature TV screens.

The screens display a colorful,
three-dimensional scene, which is
altered according to the player’s ev-
ery movement. This creates the illu-
sion of being totally immersed in the
visual aspecis of the game environ-
ment.

Spectators can observe the players
who are immersed in Virtual Reality
on monitors. These show in two-
dimension, the action as the players
are experiencing it in three-dimen-
sion.

According to the cover story in the
October 5 issue of Business Week,
Virtual Reality is a booming busi-
ness. It also represents technology
that could change the world.

The developers of Virtual Reality
and other experts in the field of com-
puter-generated imaging foresee a

wide range of applications for ils
concepts in areas far beyond enter-
tainment, Forexample, surgeons will
be able to “voyage" inside the com-
puter-replicated bodies of their pa-
tients, or perform otherwise risky,
“what-if”’ procedures on them. As-
ronauts will be able to explore the
surfaces of other planets, no matter
how hostile their environment is (0
humans. Architects and engineers
will be able o subject structures 1o
potentially disastrous conditions 1o
test the limits of the structure.

According to the October 5 issue
of Business Week,''Cyberspace simu-
lations may enhance job performance
and training, improve product de-
Sign, assist surgeons, and create in-
teractive forms of entertainment”
someday.

Virtual Reality has already pro-
gressed past games and hype, and
real applications are being sought.
The Pentagon is already using this
technology to sharpen soldiers’ skills
with computer-generated battlefield
exercisesthatunfoldon huge screens.

In addition to the opportunity o
experience Virual Reality, the fu-
ture applications of the technology
will be discussed in a special lecture
al 5 pm Tuesday, October 27 in
Papitio Dining Room.

Haas Addresses Ethical
Business Issues

“Ethics has a lot to do with rules,
but rules aren't worth the paper
they’'re printed on unless they're
designed to work,” commented Dr,
William Haas at the International
Business Ethics Seminar.

The seminar, held Tuesday, Oc-
tober 20, consisted of a brief over-
view of international ethical issues
siich as apartheid and the safety
standards of workers. The issues of
consumerism, bribery, finance, poli-
tics, and the environment were also
discussed.

Haas also addressed questions
such as, 'Is it fair to convince people
that they need something they can
really do without?”

In answering this question, Haas

presented his definition of ethics.
He defined it as “the application ol
reason 1o the pursuitof whatis good
for human beings. All business de-
cisions are made by people about
people and have consequences [or
people. Therelore they are pan ol
ethical decision making, not vice
versa,”

He added,"Business decisions
arc notdifferentethically fromother
decisions. Everywhere you go in
the world, there are dilferences, IT
you peel back the differences you
can {ind commonalities and then
change those dilferences.”

In his leciure, Haas also touched
on some misconceptions of ethics,
One misconception is “good ethics
is good business.” He commented,
“This may be lrue sometimes, but
nol always. At umes the ethically
reasonable thing can cost you your
shin.”

Haas' business cthics class also
focuses on these issues and current
case studies in greater detail,

Haas, who is a [ull-ume profes-
sor al Bryant, also contributes ar-
ticles to the Providence Business
News on the topics of business eth-
ics. His main focusistodescribe the
ways business problems are seen
from an ethical perspective.

The seminar was sponsored by
the RI Chapter of the Alumni Asso-
ciation and Bryant's Student
Alumni Association. Crystal
Packer, the coordinator of the semi-
nar, “hopes that seminars such as
these will stir up more concern and
awareness among students and
alumni,” for ethical 1ssues.

Malicious Fire Alarms...

To The Bryant Community:

This past May, the Bryant College Student Senate
and Business Affairs Division proposed and voted
“yes" 10 a plan that would reward $1,000 for informa-
tion leading to the apprehension of any person
causing MALICIOUS FIRE ALARMS.

Foryour information, acopy of the Rhode Island Fire
Law is as follows:

11-4-10. Interference with fire alarm

apparatus - Penalty.

Every person who unlawfully and without just cause
willfully or knowingly, tampers with, interferes with,
or in any way impairs any public fire alarm apparatus,
wire, or associaled equipment, shall be guilty of a
[elony and upon conviction thereof, shall be punished
by a fine of not less than one thousand ($1,000) nor
more than five thousand ($5,000) dollars or shall be
imprisoned for not less than one (1) nor more than five
(3) years, or both.

Since the start of this semester, three malicious
(false) hire alarms have been acuvated. The Deparn-
ment of Public Safety (DPS) wants o advise everyone

that on-going investigations are being pursued. If indi-
viduals are apprehended they will be prosecuted as this
action constitutes a felony cnime, and fined as provided
for in the Bryant College Student Handbook.,

The blocking of a heating vent forces the heat 1o be
deflecied onto the local heat sensor, causing the fire
alarm to be activated. An alarm activated in this manner
is considered to be malicious in nature by the Smithfield
Fire Department and classified as willfully and know-
ingly tampering with a fire alarm system. In thiscase, all
persons involved in the incident will be held account-
able for their actions. If there is a problem with the
temperature of your room, please contact Physical Plant
at 232-6052.

If you have any questions as o what constitutes a
malicious alarm or you think you have information
leading to the apprehension of the person(s) who caused
the three malicious alarms, please contact John Rattigan
anytime at the Depariment of Public Safely (232-6001).
You can remain anonymous.

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Is there ‘Sex Equity’ in Post-Secondary Education?

Over the past few years, there has
been an increased emphasis on ef-
forts to expand opportunities and
elevate womens' status in
postsecondary institutions, Numer-
ous laws, such as Title IX of the
Education Amendments of 1972,
have been passed to guarantee eq-
uity for women and to develop and
promote programs Lo achieve iL.

An examination of recent trends
in postsecondary institutions sug-
gests these changes in law and prac-
tice have had positive effects.
Women students are now in the
majority on college aud university
campuses, many on a part-time and
re-entry basis. They earn half the
bachelor’s and master’s degrees
awarded cach year, as well as 25%
of professional degrees and 30% of
doctoral degrees. Between 1971 and
1980, women increased by more
than 25% in numbers earning
bachelor's degrees, by more than
60% in numbers eamning master’s
degrees, and by more than 100% in
numbers eaming doctoral degrees,
Most impressive of all, they in-
creased by more than 550% in num-
bers earning professional degrees
(National Center for Education Sta-
tistics, 1980).

Additionally, more women than
ever before are eamning degrees in
male-dominated occupational fields
(defined by the National Center for
Education Staustics as fields in
which men earned more than 80%
ofall degrees awarded in 1971). By
1979, women accounted for more
than 20% of all bachelor’s degrees
awarded in such traditionally mas-
culine fields as business and man-
agement, computer and informa-
tion sciences, and the physical sci-
ences.

However, at the same time, as
impressive as are the increases in
the number of women earning de-
grees in male-dominated occupa-
tional fields, most degrees eamned

by women continue 10 be concen-
trated in the lower-status, lower-
salaried occupational areas that
women have traditionally domi-
nated. The single most popular de-
gree for women at all levels contin-
ues Lo be education.

The focus of thisarticle willbe on
sex equily as it applies [0 students.
Nextweek'sarticle will address sex
equity in terms of faculty and ad-
ministrators.

Achieving Sex Equity for

Students

Women students may be are sub-
jecied to subtle discrimination in
the classroom and outside, with the
result that they can begin 1o believe
theirpresenceinclassisnot wanted,
their participation in class discus-
sion is not expected, their capacity
for intellectual development is lim-
ited, and their academic and career
goals are not matters for serious
attention or concern (Hall, 1982).
For example, one student reported:
“Students in one of my classes did a
tally and found that make profes-
sors called on men more often than
on womenstudents. What male stu-
dents have 1o say or contribute is
viewed as having more importance
than what female students have to
contribute in class.” (Bogart, 1981)

Other areas which may be of con-
cern for female students are pre-
sented next.

Admissions. The increased en-
rollmentof women in postsecondary
institutions is undoubtedly attribut-
able notonly to changes in the aspi-
rationsof women butalsotochanges
in admissions policies and prac-
tices. Even without such overt sex
discrimination, women may con-
tinue to be treated differently, often
inadvertently (Sandler, 1979). Some
faculty members may make assump-
tions aboul appropriate areas of
study for men and women that may
affect admissions or limit enroll-
ment in nontraditional courses and

programs.

Financial Aid. Women students
receive fewer dollars than men stu-
dents do from public sources of
financial aid, despite the fact that
they have greater financial need
(Moran, 1983). Women students are
more likely to enroll part-time than
men students are because they do
not have the financial resources for
full-ime study, but part-time en-
rollment disqualifies them from a
number of federal aid programs that
are limited to full-ume students.
Women students also continue (o
report that decisions made by insti-
tutions about scholarships, fellow-
ships, and assistantships are inllu-
enced by sex-related criteria.

Counseling and Guidance.
Some women students are still ad-
vised that careers and advanced
degrees are not important for
women; thal women cannol or
should not combine carecrs with
marriage and family; or that they
should not pursue nontraditional
careers.

Personal Counseling and guid-
anceservices can include peercoun-
seling, which women often find
helpful, as well as groups and cen-
ters for women with similar needs,
such as reentry women or minority
women.

Support Services and Facilities.
Many colleges and universities are
sensitive 1o the educational and re-
lated needs of women and offer a
variety of courses and programs for
different groups of students, but the
opportunities to take advantage of
them may bereduced by inadequate
supporl services and [acilities,

A commission on the status of

women can review the status of
women on campus. Preventive
measures can be taken 1o increase
campus safety, such as nighttime
escort service, campus-wide bus
service operating during the day
and night, adequate lighting
throughout the campus, self-de-
fense courses, and information on
campus safety and on preventing
sexual assault.

Health care services can include
gynecological care. Institutions can
ofter child care services, informa-
tion, and referral. They can allo-
cate space [0 women and women-
related programs, such as a
women's center, a center for con-
tinuing education, and a center for
research on women.
